DIRECTIONS. 

 
Heath Farm where the show is held is on the west side of the A1. 

 

Traffic from the south should continue north on the A1 past Colsterworth for approx. 2 

miles. Approaching Great Ponton you will see a large sign, which says Hungerton 3 miles, this 

is the turning to take. The turning (left) is just after a garage; you will also see a footbridge 

over the A1. Follow the road for approx. 2 miles, Heath Farm is on the right (U.K. Chasers 

course). The entrance will be signed. 

 

If coming from the north you are advised to avoid turning across the northbound 

carriageway at Great Ponton. It is better to continue 2 miles south to a turning (on your left 

before Colsterworth) signed Ancaster Woolsthorpe & Easton. Take this turning and  you will 

then need to turn right (almost immediately) to take you to the A1 North. Follow the 

directions above. 

 

When leaving the show southbound traffic should go north on the A1 to the first exit on 

the left for Grantham (less than a mile) and follow directions for the A1 south.
